      CHINESE NEW YEAR 2010
Art Due: Friday, December 11, 2009

The Birmingham Museum of Art is proud to sponsor an exhibition highlighting the artistic achievement of students (K-12) living in the Birmingham metro area.  2010 is the Year of the Tiger and artwork should reflect this theme or may be more generally related to Chinese art and culture. Entries will be judged.  Finalists will be displayed at the Birmingham Museum of Art. A reception will be held honoring the students on Saturday, February 20, 2010.

1. Each school may submit only one piece of student work unless space is available. If there are two art teachers at one school, each teacher can submit one piece of artwork.

2. Entries may be two-dimensional or three-dimensional.
3. Art that requires a frame must be presented in a window-style mat that includes a backing.  Attach the artwork to the backing component of the window mat, not the window itself.  Please allow a minimum of 3" of matting around the art object.
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4. The mat itself must be one of the following standard sizes in order to fit the Museum’s frame: 16"x 20" or 20"x 24" or 24"x 30 or 30"x 40". USE WHITE MATS ONLY! No colors, no blacks or grays. No black outlines around the image. NO DOUBLE MATTING! (Please see the diagram below.)
5. Entries that do not conform to the above specifications will not be exhibited. If you have any questions please call the education office at 205.254.2571. 

6. All entries must have two copies of the completed Student Art Exhibition Entry Form.  Please print clearly and be sure the information is complete. Attach one entry form to the BACK of the mat and submit one form in an envelope.  Please write name of teacher and student on the front of the envelope.  The Museum will produce wall labels and invitation for the exhibit using the information submitted on these forms. These forms will also help us inventory the works submitted.

7. All art must be delivered to the Birmingham Museum of Art, Attn.: Education Dept. between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. DELIVERY DEADLINE: Friday, December 11, 2009.

When the exhibit ends, the teachers may pick up the artwork from the Museum. The frames will not be included. 

Please note: Artwork will not be removed from the gallery before the show closes on February 21, 2010. If the artwork is scheduled to be in a portfolio review or another exhibition that falls within the dates of this show, please do not submit this piece.
